Revitalizing a Local Section
Bringing new and continuing vitality to a Local Section requires the work of many people and a group of people making a commitment to the task. Success comes from a combination of many individual acts. Here are some very basic suggestions to help you with the task:

· Become a member of the Section

· Attend meetings and other activities of the Section

· Volunteer to serve on a committee of the Section or to handle a specific task

· Invite others with an interest in nuclear topics to attend meetings and events of the Section

· Encourage others you work with to become a member of the Section

· Talk with people interested in nuclear issues and encourage them to participate in Section events. Include people in medicine, research, consulting, manufacturing, and other areas.

· Encourage participation by younger nuclear professionals

· Connect with nearby ANS Student Sections and invite students to participate in meetings

· Keep the focus on providing something valuable to Section members and the people who attend your meetings and events
· Work with Section officers to assure that meetings and events are interesting. Include a variety of programs: speakers, social events, outreach events, service projects. Make sure Section meetings appeal to a wide variety of interests, age groups, specialty fields, etc.
· Consider a variety of meeting sites offering reasonable costs and varying levels of formality

· Invite appropriate guests from the community (teachers, community leaders, etc.) for interesting speakers

· If you are an employer or manager, make sure your employees know that you encourage participation in the ANS and its Local Section. If possible, provide some time flexibility to facilitate participation in ANS outreach activities in your community.
