Clear Thinking on Nuclear

The American public learns about science in many different ways.  The ANS Speakers Bureau provides connections that allow nuclear professionals to offer their technical and professional knowledge to the public.  Speakers do not represent the ANS. They respond to inquiries using their expertise to clarify technical aspects of nuclear science and technology.  


The ANS Speakers Bureau consists of members of the Society who have volunteered and committed to participate in public information activities.  They put themselves on the ANS call list for classroom visits, speaking engagements, discussions with policy makers and media interviews.  These volunteers are not paid or given per diems or honorariums.  Many times, the organizations they work for give them appropriate time off or help pay any travel costs. 
Many ANS members live near nuclear power plants and are involved with ANS Local Sections and Plant Branches.  These members may also be part of the Speakers Bureau.  If so, they have volunteered to participate in local events to answer questions and discuss nuclear issues.


Speakers Bureau members respond to inquiries fielded by ANS Outreach staff.  Requests for information and for presenters come from a variety of organizations including media outlets, civic groups, schools, and other associations. Members also take initiative themselves to reach out to the communities close to where they live and work to answer questions and provide valuable information.  Most inquiries are handled by telephone or e-mail.   Local requests may require the person to travel to a location and be out of the office.  To help them respond to inquiries, ANS provides handout material, presentation assistance, reference to ANS position statements and other tools.
