American Nuclear Society Scholarships

The American Nuclear Society has always recognized the importance of preparing the next generation of professionals to carry on the work to support current and develop the future NS&T applications. The ANS Scholarship Program awards more than 50 scholarships each year to graduate and undergraduate students taking nuclear science and technology courses at universities in the United States.  

In addition to the Scholarships established by the ANS Board of Directors, many ANS Professional Divisions and ANS Local Sections have created scholarships to honor the achievements by members in their particular discipline.  For example, the Operations and Power Division sponsors three undergraduate scholarships that are given each year.    
The Scholarship recipients are chosen by “judges” who are members from the sponsoring Division and/or by members of the Scholarship Policy & Coordination Committee (SPCC).  The students’ names are added to the ANS web site http://www.ans.org/honors/scholarships/recipients/ .  Each recipient’s university affiliation is included on the list.  

Steps to Establish a Scholarship

The ANS Board of Directors is responsible for the administration of scholarships and the appropriate management of endowed funds.  SPCC is responsible for reviewing proposals and recommending action to the BOD. A list of the Scholarships is found on the web site at http://www.ans.org/honors/scholarships/ .  An individual, ANS professional division or local section or other entity may submit a Scholarship a proposal to the SPCC.  Awards are normally $2,000 for undergraduate and $3,000 for graduate students. ANS follows the rule of 20:1 ($20,000 for each $1,000 award) to determine the endowment level needed for a Scholarship.

Through the generosity of members, the ANS BOD, divisions, sections, and others, the scholarship endowments continue to grow.  Contributions to the ANS Scholarship Fund and to the NEED Fund (Nuclear Engineering Education for the Disadvantaged) are always welcome.  In addition, a donor may make a one-time gift in the amount of a scholarship award (e.g., $2,000 or $3,000), to honor an ANS member.  One of the General Scholarships could be given in that individual’s name.
